WHEREAS, Sergeant Alvarez showed exceptional aptitude in the military, and he received rapid promotion; he took great pride in serving his country and was considering becoming an army recruiter; and
WHEREAS, From the time he was a youth, Conrad Alvarez looked out for other people; beloved for his ready smile and cheerful, outgoing nature, he won the deep affection of a host of friends; and
WHEREAS, The awards conferred on Sergeant Alvarez include the Army Commendation Medal, National Defense Service Medal, Iraq Campaign Medal, Global War on Terrorism Service Medal, Army Service Ribbon, Combat Infantryman Badge, and Weapons Qualification, M4, expert; and
WHEREAS, Through his unfaltering devotion to duty, honor, and this country, Sergeant Alvarez embodied the highest ideals of the United States armed forces, and the blessing of his life will be forever cherished by those who were privileged to share in his love and friendship; now, therefore, be it
