WHEREAS, A graduate of The University of Texas at Arlington, Mr. Rivera is vice president of a local commercial real estate company; and
WHEREAS, Demonstrating an unwavering commitment to his fellow citizens, Robert Rivera is making a positive difference to the city of Arlington, and he has earned the respect and admiration of all who are fortunate enough to know him; now, therefore, be it
