WHEREAS, Mayor Leppert has further distinguished himself through his involvement in several community organizations, including the Baylor Health Care System and the Dallas Committee on Foreign Relations; a former chair of the Dallas Regional Chamber, he continues to serve on the group's executive committee, and he is the vice chair of the board of trustees for Claremont McKenna College; and
WHEREAS, In all of his endeavors, Tom Leppert enjoys the love and support of his wife, Laura, and the couple have been blessed with three children, Christian, Catherine, and Ryan; and
WHEREAS, Each day, public servants improve the quality of life for their fellow citizens in innumerable ways, and the efforts of Mayor Leppert are helping to make Dallas an even better place in which to live and work; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 81st Texas Legislature hereby honor Mayor Tom Leppert for his committed public service and extend to him sincere best wishes for continued success; and, be it further
