WHEREAS, A devoted husband and father, Sergeant Stock often talked about his family with his fellow Marines; he had an adventurous spirit and enjoyed kayaking, white water rafting, and mountain climbing; true to his East Texas roots, he loved country music, barbecue, and hot sauce; and
WHEREAS, Exemplifying the highest ideals of the U.S. armed forces, John Stock inspired others with his courage and fortitude, and although he his deeply missed, those who loved him will forever carry his memory close in their hearts; now, therefore, be it
