WHEREAS, In all his endeavors, Rabbi Walter enjoys the love and support of his wife, Linda Walter, their children, Benjamin, Michel, and Aaron, and their grandson, Ethan; and
WHEREAS, Rabbi Walter has demonstrated a wholehearted commitment to his congregation and to the wider community, and his faith, teaching, and many good works have been a source of profound inspiration to all who know him; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 81st Texas Legislature hereby honor Rabbi Roy Walter for his service to the community and extend to him sincere best wishes for the future; and, be it further
