WHEREAS, Ms. Sandoval was active in the Texas Computer Education Association and the Laredo Administrative and Supervisors' Association, and she was honored with a Madrina Award from the Dell TechKnow Group at Laredo ISD; moreover, her expertise in the field of technology was recognized when she was appointed to the superintendent's cabinet and the Region I Education Service Center Technology Advisory Committee; and
WHEREAS, This esteemed Texan demonstrated a commitment to excellence in all of her professional endeavors, and her hard work and dedication significantly benefited area schoolchildren as well as the greater community; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 81st Texas Legislature hereby commend Maria del Carmen S. Sandoval for her notable contributions to the students of Laredo and the Laredo Independent School District and extend to her sincere best wishes for continued success and happiness; and, be it further
