WHEREAS, A dedicated journalist and an avid believer in transparency in government, he was actively involved in municipal affairs in his hometown and a frequent visitor to the State Capitol to meet with elected officials; his professional affiliations included the Texas Press Association, the Texas Gulf Coast Press Association, the Texas Daily Newspaper Association, the National Newspaper Association, and American Court and Commercial Newspapers, Inc.; he was also a member of the TDNA/TPA legislative advisory committee; and
WHEREAS, Mr. Morin wrote not only news stories but also poetry and prose, and he had recently completed a comprehensive genealogy on the Morin family; his strong religious faith led him to serve as an elder in several congregations and lead services at area retirement communities; a voracious reader who favored the Bible and history books, he also enjoyed woodworking, traveling, and playing golf in his retirement; and
WHEREAS, A kind and generous man who readily offered assistance to anyone in need, Milton Morin will forever be remembered for his warm and outgoing nature, his delightful sense of humor, and his passionate engagement in the world around him; now, therefore, be it
