WHEREAS, Myles Anderson is remembered by all who knew him as a warm and outgoing young man who befriended young and old alike; he was known for offering to cut the grass of elderly members of his church and to take nothing more than a glass of tea and some good conversation in return; and
WHEREAS, Although his life ended far too soon, memories of this beloved young Texan will forever endure in the hearts of the many  people who held him dear; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 81st Texas Legislature hereby honor the life of Myles Julian Anderson and extend sincere condolences to his parents and to his other loved ones; and, be it further
RESOLVED, That an official copy of this resolution be prepared for his family and that when the Texas House of Representatives adjourns this day, it do so in memory of Myles Julian Anderson.
