WHEREAS, The continuing richness and diversity of Texas culture depends in large part upon the enthusiasm and commitment of gifted young people, and the members of the Hico High School One-Act Play have earned great distinction for themselves, their school, and their community with their excellence in the dramatic arts; now, therefore, be it
