WHEREAS, This esteemed Texan also shared his time with the Sherman Noon Lions Club; a member for 61 years, he held several offices, including president, was recognized as a life member of the Julien C. Hyer Lions Youth Camp and the Texas Lions Camp, and was named a Melvin Jones Fellow; in addition, Mr. Risk was a dedicated member of St. Stephen's Episcopal Church and the Odd Fellows; and
WHEREAS, A brave soldier, a community leader, and a respected businessman, Raymond Risk, Sr., excelled in each of these roles, and his long and productive life serves as an inspiration to those who were fortunate enough to share in his love and friendship; now, therefore, be it
