WHEREAS, In 1991, the International Ballet Folklorico became

the first dance troupe of its kind to perform at the Kennedy Center;

Ms. Guerrero’s efforts planted a seed, and through the years,

folklorico has flourished, with more than 50 groups sprouting from

Fabens to Las Cruces; and

WHEREAS, With her commitment to education, diversity, and the

empowerment of young women, Rosa Guerrero has had a positive impact

on both the YWCA and the wider community it serves, and she may

indeed reflect with great pride on her notable achievements and
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contributions; now, therefore, be it

Legislature hereby honor Rosa Guerrero for her contributions to the

El Paso YWCA and extend to her sincere best wishes for the future;
