WHEREAS, Mr. Caro delighted in handing out lollipops to children at the restaurant, and his loving and generous nature was further expressed in his devotion to his family; he and his wife enjoyed 35 years together, and he was the proud father of two sons, Juan Samuel Caro and Cary Allen Caro; and
WHEREAS, Although Juanito Caro is deeply missed, memories of his compassion and enthusiasm for life remain to comfort and inspire all those who were fortunate enough to know him; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 82nd Texas Legislature, 1st Called Session, hereby pay tribute to the life and legacy of Juan Caro.
