WHEREAS, Mrs. Guevara opened her first shop above a drug store and worked there for eight years while raising her first two children, Carlos Ruben and Filiberto Xavier; later, she and her husband built a home with the assistance of her father, a carpenter by trade, and they added space to house Jovita's Beauty Salon; her family grew to include three more children, Lili Yvonne, Eloy Adrian, and Rhonda Rebecca, and while she styled hair, her customers enjoyed rocking the little ones or entertaining them in their playpens; during that period, she renovated and expanded the salon; Mrs. Guevara today enjoys the support and encouragement of 10 grandchildren and 7 great-grandchildren; and
WHEREAS, For more than six decades, Jovita's Beauty Salon has been a fixture in the community, and through her talent, entrepreneurship, and caring commitment to her customers, Jovita Guevara has earned the admiration of all who are privileged to know her; now, therefore, be it
