WHEREAS, In recognition of his fine play in Tyler, Nathan Hancock won the 2011 Tournament Most Valuable Player award, and Blake Oliver, Michael Weatherly, and Hestand Foster were named to the All-Tournament Team; head coach Michael Martin also received outstanding contributions from the rest of the roster as the 2011 Harvesters joined the 2001 and 2006 teams as national champions; and
WHEREAS, Through skill, determination, and an undeniable will to win, the Eastfield College baseball team proved itself the top Division III squad in the country, and these exceptional athletes may take justifiable pride in their achievement; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 82nd Texas Legislature, 1st Called Session, hereby congratulate the Eastfield College baseball team on winning the NJCAA Division III World Series and extend to the players, coaches, and staff sincere best wishes for continued success; and, be it further
