WHEREAS, Focused solely on evaluating public policy as it affects the least fortunate Texans, CPPP serves as a vital nonpartisan resource for leaders, policymakers, citizens, and organizations across the state, and it is indeed fitting to recognize the center on the occasion of this milestone year; now, therefore, be it
