WHEREAS, In all of his endeavors, Mr. Rawlings enjoys the love and support of his wife, Micki, and his children, Michelle and Gunnar; he and his wife live in North Dallas and attend First Presbyterian Church; and
WHEREAS, Mike Rawlings brings extensive leadership experience to his new post, and his achievements merit special recognition; now, therefore, be it
