WHEREAS, In all of his endeavors, Mr. Shelhamer was blessed with the support of his wife, Lois; they lovingly raised three children, Gene, Jim, and Pam, and his treasured family eventually grew to include 10 grandchildren and 11 great-grandchildren; and
WHEREAS, Though it is impossible to gauge the full effect of a man's life, some individuals leave their unmistakable mark on the world as they move through it, and Shelly Shelhamer leaves behind a legacy that will long be treasured by all those who held him dear; now, therefore, be it
