WHEREAS, Through the decades, African American Masonic lodges have played an integral role in the development of communities through the State of Texas, and the Wilbert M. Curtis Texas Prince Hall Library Museum serves as a showcase for interesting and informative material about these vibrant organizations and the dedicated individuals who have helped guide their accomplishments; now, therefore, be it
