WHEREAS, This dynamic Texan founded the Coulter Templeton Lumber Company in Mineola in 1949, and he was also an investor and a founder of the Mineola State Bank; deeply committed to helping others, he served as a trustee of the Meredith Foundation for 20 years, and he worked tirelessly on a variety of community projects, including collecting aluminum cans for the Rotary Club; the club named him a Paul Harris Fellow, and in 1990 the Mineola Chamber of Commerce selected him as Man of the Year; and
WHEREAS, He married the love of his life, Jean Lynch Templeton, at the age of 63, and became a father figure to her young daughters, Jean and Mary, and a trusted friend to her sons, John, Robert, and Dan; he was a longtime member of the First United Methodist Church of Mineola and of the Cage Men's Class Sunday School, and with his kind, gentle manner and marvelous sense of humor, he endeared himself to numerous friends; and
WHEREAS, Coulter Templeton lived a caring and purposeful life, and those who were privileged to know him will forever remember his joyful nature, his generosity, and his devotion to his family and his community; now, therefore, be it
