WHEREAS, This esteemed Texan is the recipient of many well-deserved accolades, including selection in 1999 and 2003 as a finalist for the Texas Superintendent of the Year award given by the Texas Association of School Boards; she has also received the Texas PTA Service Award, the Hero for Children Award from the Dallas Child and Family Guidance Center, and a YMCA Special Award for Woman of the Year; in addition, the Texas Association of School Librarians has conferred on her the Distinguished Library Service Award for School Administrators, and Texas School Business magazine has chosen her as Educator of the Month; while she was still serving as superintendent, the Richardson ISD recognized her illustrious tenure by naming the Carolyn G. Bukhair Elementary School in her honor; and
WHEREAS, The energy, enthusiasm, and commitment to excellence that Dr. Bukhair has brought to all her endeavors in the Richardson ISD have helped countless students to acquire a solid educational foundation, an asset that will contribute immeasurably to their future success and to the future progress of the Lone Star State; now, therefore, be it
