WHEREAS, Skillfully guided since 2000 by president Dr. Charles Cotrell, St. Mary's University continues to build on its rich tradition of academic excellence while encouraging leadership and service to the greater community; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 82nd Texas Legislature hereby honor St. Mary's University for its exceptional contributions to higher education and extend to the visiting delegation best wishes for a memorable day at the State Capitol.
