WHEREAS, Mrs. Gilles was a devoted wife, mother, and grandmother, and she treasured the time she spent with her family, which grew to include 4 children and 11 grandchildren; a longtime congregant of Saint Ann's Catholic Church, she enjoyed dancing, playing bridge, and rooting for the Texas Longhorns; and
WHEREAS, Jeanne Gilles touched many lives during her time on this earth, and she will forever hold a special place in the hearts of those who knew and loved her; now, therefore, be it
