WHEREAS, Mr. Fuchs worked in the geophysical industry, rising to the rank of senior vice president; in his leisure time, he enjoyed traveling, taking care of his cattle, and raising homing pigeons; a resident of Huntsville since 1967, he became involved in the HEARTS Veterans Museum of Texas, which seeks to preserve the stories of those who fought for our nation, and he also served on the city's veterans advisory board; he was known for his warm and gregarious personality, which allowed him to make many friends through the years; and
WHEREAS, Though he is deeply missed, John Fuchs will forever be remembered with great admiration and affection, and his devotion to his country and to his family will be a continuing source of inspiration for those who had the good fortune to know him; now, therefore, be it
