WHEREAS, Mr. Kingston shared 34 years of marriage with the love of his life, Elvie Kingston, and together they supported a number of conservative causes and candidates; a Texan through and through, he could often be found wearing cowboy boots; and
WHEREAS, John Kingston enjoyed a life that was rich in the intangibles that matter most, and he is deeply missed by all those who held him dear; now, therefore, be it
