WHEREAS, For more than 25 years, the Fifth Ward Enrichment Program has introduced countless young people to the values of discipline, self-esteem, and personal accountability, and it is truly deserving of special recognition for its holistic and effective approach to youth development; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 82nd Texas Legislature hereby congratulate the Fifth Ward Enrichment Program on its receipt of the 2011 Outstanding Community Leader Award from the Texas Legislative Black Caucus and extend to the program's staff sincere best wishes for continued success with their important work; and, be it further
