WHEREAS, In his volunteer work, Mr. Davis has lent his leadership skills to numerous organizations, including the Boy Scouts, which he served as a scoutmaster, and the PTA, the Dunbar Social and Charity Club, and the Omicron Chapter of Phi Beta Sigma, all of which he served as president; in addition, he has been a delegate to four Democratic National Conventions and was a member of the National Democratic Platform Committee in 2000; other organizations to benefit from his membership include the NAACP, the Dallas Area Agency on Aging, the Oak Cliff Chamber of Commerce, and the Greater New Zion Baptist Church Sanctuary Choir and Male Chorus; and
WHEREAS, In addition to the many awards he has received from his church, employer, and political party, Mr. Davis was commissioned by the governor of the State of Texas as an Honorary Texas Ranger and as a special assistant to the governor; and
WHEREAS, Eli Davis has demonstrated a lasting commitment to his fellow citizens, and his contributions have improved the quality of life in his community in countless ways; now, therefore, be it
