WHEREAS, In all of his endeavors, Sergeant Major Cosper enjoys the support of his treasured wife of more than four decades, Anne Marie, and his daughters, Catherine Elizabeth Cosper and Second Lieutenant LeeAnne Walker and her husband, Jimmy Dalis Walker, and he has also had the pleasure of welcoming a grandson, William Joseph, into his family; and
WHEREAS, Well known for his strong sense of duty and dedication, Rick Cosper has earned the respect of his colleagues and the appreciation of his fellow Texans for his long-standing commitment to serving this state and nation; now, therefore, be it
