WHEREAS, Above all else, Mr. Vrana enjoyed spending time with his loved ones; he shared 63 years of marriage with his wife, Henrietta, and together they raised four children, Suzanne, Mary, Steve, and Greg; and
WHEREAS, Devoted to his family, his country, and his community, Leo Vrana made a positive difference in many lives, and he will be fondly remembered for years to come; now, therefore, be it
