WHEREAS, At the time of his death, Trooper McDonald had worked in the community for two years, during which time he had won the respect and affection of residents and colleagues alike; a man of strong faith, he was an active member of the First Baptist Church in Post; and
WHEREAS, Although he was taken much too soon, Jonathan McDonald leaves behind a legacy of devotion to his family and community that will forever inspire all those who knew and loved him; now, therefore, be it
