WHEREAS, Mr. Bussey enjoyed gardening and playing dominoes in his free time; a member of Riverside Missionary Baptist Church for a half-century, he also served as an usher there; and
WHEREAS, In addition to his wife, Ruth, with whom he shared 64 years, Mr. Bussey's family included five children, Milton, Anthony, Beverly, Ladine, and the late Larry Bussey, who preceded his father in death; and
WHEREAS, Sam Bussey, Jr., will be deeply missed by all those who were privileged to share in the richness of his life, and they will forever remember him with admiration and affection; now, therefore, be it
