WHEREAS, In all of her endeavors, Commissioner Perez enjoys the love and support of her husband of 43 years, Ignacio, and her two daughters and grandchildren; and
WHEREAS, Each day, public servants work to improve the quality of life for their fellow citizens in innumerable ways, and the dedicated efforts of Commissioner Dora Perez are helping to assure that Willacy County is well positioned to meet the challenges and opportunities of the future; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 82nd Texas Legislature hereby congratulate Dora Perez on becoming the first woman to be elected to the Willacy County Commissioners Court and extend to her sincere best wishes for the future; and, be it further
