WHEREAS, This dynamic Texan later served as administrator of Hillcrest Baptist Medical Center in Waco and opened several clinics for the center before his retirement in 1996; he and his wife also founded a bed and breakfast called the Judge Baylor House B&B and welcomed numerous distinguished guests; gracious and thoughtful, Mr. Dyer was a natural in the role of host, and he was a dedicated member of the Heart of Texas Bed & Breakfast Owners Association; and
WHEREAS, Deeply committed to his community, Mr. Dyer volunteered for Meals on Wheels; in addition, he served on the Woodway City Council for several years, and he was a valued member of Seventh & James Baptist Church; and
WHEREAS, Bruce Dyer will be deeply missed by all who were privileged to share in his love and friendship, but those he left behind will forever treasure their memories of wonderful times spent in his company; now, therefore, be it
