WHEREAS, In addition to his work with St. John, Dr. Davis has served as first vice president of the Fellowship District Congress of Christian Workers and as corresponding secretary of the State Congress of Christian Workers for the Missionary Baptist General Convention of Texas; a member of the Bishop 5 Plus 1 Revival Team, he is also director general of the Fellowship District Association; and
WHEREAS, Dr. Davis derives great inspiration and support from his wife, the Reverend Wanda Bolton-Davis, who serves at his side and facilitates a multitude of church activities; the couple are blessed with three children, Kandis, Denny, and Destiny; and
WHEREAS, Throughout his career, Denny Davis has demonstrated an unwavering commitment to his church and his community, and his efforts have enriched the lives of many Texans; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 82nd Texas Legislature hereby honor Dr. Denny D. Davis on the occasion of his 20th pastoral anniversary with the St. John Church and extend to him sincere best wishes for the future; and, be it further
