WHEREAS, A charter member of the Grapevine Senior Chorus, Mrs. Hatcher served as the group's accompanist, performing every week at the Grapevine Senior Activities Center; she has also played the piano for many other groups in the community, including the Chamber of Commerce, the Elks Lodge, and the Lions Club; and
WHEREAS, In addition to her love of music, Mrs. Hatcher enjoyed playing golf for many years and was a founding member of the Grapevine Ladies Golf League; she played her last round at the age of 90; she is also a member of the Grapevine Garden Club and the Second Advent Christian Church; and
WHEREAS, Bernice Hatcher is a source of great inspiration, and her 100th birthday provided a welcome opportunity for her friends and loved ones to express their admiration and affection and to acknowledge the special place she holds in their hearts; now, therefore, be it
