WHEREAS, In 2010, Professor Boggs was awarded the prestigious Dr. Barbara Mez-Starck Prize for his outstanding contributions in experimental structural chemistry and molecular physics; that same year, he was also named a Fellow of the American Chemical Society in recognition of his achievements in science and his support of the society; and
WHEREAS, James Boggs was joined in matrimony to the former Ruth Ann Rogers on June 22, 1948, and they enjoyed a rewarding marriage until her passing; in all his endeavors he has the love and support of his daughters and sons-in-law, Lynne and Bill Cariker, Ann and Lon McCarley, and Carol Boggs and Ward Watt, as well as his grandchildren, Ryan and Beth McCarley, and his step-grandchildren, Jean Godfrey-June and Laura Watt; and
WHEREAS, An acclaimed scientist and educator, James Boggs may reflect proudly on his many accomplishments in nine decades of life well lived; now, therefore, be it
