WHEREAS, Incorporated in 1977, the Swiss Avenue Historic District Association works to protect the properties of the district and to educate the public about its history, as well as to improve and beautify the area; the association is ably led by president Gaye Jackson Price, with Home Tour cochairs Lisa Marie Lange, John Lynch, Amy Petreikis, and Larry Waisanen responsible for the Mother's Day weekend activities; and
