WHEREAS, By proving themselves the finest 5A team in Texas, the Dragons have furthered their school's notable record of athletic excellence, and their accomplishment will be a source of pride for Carroll High students and supporters for many years to come; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 82nd Texas Legislature hereby congratulate the boys' soccer team of Carroll High School in Southlake on winning the 2010-2011 UIL 5A state championship and extend to the players, coaches, and staff sincere best wishes for continued success; and, be it further
