RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 82nd Texas Legislature hereby pay tribute to the life of U.S. Army Private First Class Kyle Matthew Holder and extend sincere condolences to the members of his family: to his parents, Bryant and Michelle Holder; to his sister, Stefanie Holder; to his grandparents, Harry and Roberta Farrell; and to his other relatives and friends; and, be it further
