WHEREAS, Devoted to her faith, Mrs. Ammons was a valued member of Trinity United Methodist Church, where she had worshipped since she was a child; she was active in her community and volunteered with a number of clubs and organizations, including the Phillis Wheatley Alumni Golden Nuggets, the Prairie View College Alumni Class of 1944, the Alpha Kappa Alpha Sorority, Jack and Jill of America, the Blue Triangle Garden Club, the Harris County Retired Teachers Association, and the Winsomnette Social Club; and
WHEREAS, Marjorie Banks exchanged wedding vows with Benjamin Ammons on April 23, 1948, and they shared a rewarding marriage that spanned 63 years; the couple became the proud parents of two sons, Clifton and Benjamin; and
WHEREAS, Known for her warm smile and loving spirit, Marjorie Ammons lived a rich and purposeful life, and those who were privileged to share in her love and friendship will forever hold her close in their hearts; now, therefore, be it
