WHEREAS, A member of Park Cities Baptist Church, this generous Texan was passionate about helping the less fortunate; he was a regular contributor to a variety of causes, including the Greater Dallas Hispanic Chamber scholarship fund and numerous dog rescue programs; and
WHEREAS, Mr. Hernandez never missed one of his sons' sporting events or passed up a chance to dote on his granddaughter; in his leisure time, he enjoyed riding his Harley-Davidson, cruising in the car with the top down, and watching television nature shows, and he was an avid fan of the UT Longhorns, the Dallas Cowboys, and the Florida State University Seminoles; and
