WHEREAS, This outstanding law enforcement professional continues to work part-time as a neighborhood police officer on the west side of the city, where he grew up; and
WHEREAS, Dan White's dedication, professionalism, and commitment to the safety and welfare of the public have greatly benefited the citizens of Richardson, and he may indeed reflect with pride on his accomplishments even as he continues to serve; now, therefore, be it
