WHEREAS, This esteemed administrator has been recognized with a number of honors, including the Texas Health Champion Award and the H-E-B Excellence in Education Award, and he was selected as the Texas representative for the American Association of School Administrators National Superintendent of the Year program; his knowledge and expertise also earned him a position on the Select Committee on Public School Finance Weights, Allotments and Adjustments and on the Communities Putting Prevention to Work Leadership Team; and
WHEREAS, Richard Middleton has held himself and everyone in the district to the highest standards, and he will leave behind a record of achievement and commitment to excellence that will resonate in the community for years to come; now, therefore, be it
