WHEREAS, Mrs. Ball was equally devoted to ranching, which she first learned to love while spending time on her grandparents' Hudspeth River Ranch as a child; her later stewardship of the property allowed her to assist in the development of conservation practices, and a teaching program established at the ranch hosted students from three state universities; in recognition of her efforts, she was named Conservation Rancher of the Year in 1983; her love of the outdoors was further reflected in her hobby of hunting, and she pursued birds and other quarry in locations around the globe; and
WHEREAS, Claudia Ball found time for many other activities in the course of her life, but she especially loved spending time in the company of her grandchildren and cheering on the San Antonio Spurs; the enthusiasm she brought to each of her endeavors was an inspiration to all who had the good fortune to know her, and she will be fondly remembered and deeply missed; now, therefore, be it
