SENATE RESOLUTION NO. 303
WHEREAS, The Senate of the State of Texas is pleased to recognize Sergeant Gary Fischer, who is retiring from the Keller Police Department after 36 years of loyal service in law enforcement; and
WHEREAS, Gary Fischer was a junior in high school and had plans to go into the military until he went to a career fair; there he selected law enforcement as his seventh choice for a career; and
WHEREAS, He was invited to become part of the North Richland Hills explorer program; he later was accepted into the department's Law Enforcement Education Program, known as "LEEP"; nine months after becoming a cadet with the program, he was offered a full-time position; and
