SENATE RESOLUTION NO. 717

RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas, 82nd Legislature, hereby recognize the members of Catholic organizations for the many contributions they make to the citizens of Texas and proclaim April 6, 2011, as Texas Catholic Conference Advocacy Day in the State Capitol; and, be it further
