by a score of 6-4 to claim the school's second ASC crown and an
invitation to the ©National Collegiate Athletic Association
Division III Tournament; and

record 30 victories against 15 losses, 11 members of the squad were
accorded A11-ASC West Division honors; in addition to receiving the
Player of the Year award, Collin Janssen was named to the first team
