WHEREAS, Born in Fort Worth on October 4, 1939, Judge Schroeder graduated from Grand Prairie High School and married his high school sweetheart, the former Cherry Little, in 1959; he worked for an air-conditioning company in California and Kansas before moving to San Antonio in 1968 and settling in Boerne two years later; deeply devoted to his family, he took great pride in his children, Jimi and Steve, and in his six grandchildren; and
WHEREAS, Gaylan Schroeder made an indelible impression on the hearts of all who were privileged to know him, and his contributions to Kendall County will continue to resonate for years to come; now, therefore, be it
