WHEREAS, Mr. Davidson also played an instrumental role in the creation of the Spring Branch North Super Neighborhood initiative, and in his role as president of that organization, he acted as a liaison between city officials and area residents; he served in a leadership role with the Spring Shadows Civic Association as well, and he is a valued member of the Spring Branch Presbyterian Church, where he is an elder and the head of the Service Ministry team; a charter member and former president of the Houston Northwest Lions Club, he oversaw the collection of more than 27,000 pairs of eyeglasses for distribution to the disadvantaged; and
WHEREAS, In all of his endeavors, Mr. Davidson enjoys the love and support of his wife, Beverly, with whom he has shared 37 years, and he takes great pride in their children, Ronald, Christina, Alexa, and Vera, as well as in their five grandchildren and two great-grandchildren; and
WHEREAS, Chuck Davidson has contributed to his fellow citizens through a lifetime of purposeful endeavor, and in so doing, he has set an inspiring example of civic engagement, leadership, and generosity; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 83rd Texas Legislature, 1st Called Session, hereby commend Chuck Davidson for his outstanding service to his community and extend to him sincere best wishes for continued success and happiness; and, be it further
