WHEREAS, Dedicated to the wider community as well, Mr. Osborne is an active member of the citizens' emergency response team for FEMA; he assisted in the evacuation of citizens as Hurricane Ike bore down on the coast in 2008, and he worked the telephone bank during and after the storm; in his leisure hours, he plays saxophone in a jazz band and in a local wind ensemble; his retirement will give him more time to volunteer and to enjoy listening to music, traveling, and relaxing with a fine family that has grown to include his son-in-law, Ben Rudolph, and two grandchildren, Burke and Kirkland; and
WHEREAS, Doc Osborne has made a positive impact on the lives of countless young Texans, and as he begins the next exciting chapter of his life, he may indeed reflect with pride on a career well spent; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 83rd Texas Legislature, 1st Called Session, hereby congratulate Earl "Doc" Osborne on his retirement from the Angleton Independent School District and extend to him sincere best wishes for the future; and, be it further
