WHEREAS, Throughout his tenure, Rabbi Mandel has demonstrated a wholehearted commitment to the Jewish community and to interfaith dialogue, and his wisdom, scholarship, and compassion have enriched the lives of innumerable people; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 83rd Texas Legislature, 1st Called Session, hereby honor Rabbi Dov Mandel for his exemplary service to Chabad Lubavitch of Fort Worth and Tarrant County and extend to him sincere best wishes for the future; and, be it further
